PARCC: 
!On-line testing 

!Diagnostic and summative components 

!Item Types 
" !Multiple choice 
" !Extended response 
" !Technology-enhanced 
" !Performance assessments 

!High school tests:  End-of-course vs. End-of-year 

!Rapid reporting system to inform instruction 
!Teachers involved in developing and scoring tests

New Accountability System 

! ! Local Report Card will change 

! ! Performance Index Scores Report 

! ! Rank order public school districts and community schools 

! ! Rank order individual buildings 

! ! Ranking is based on PI Score and cost per pupil  

! ! New report each September – HB 153 

! ! New assessments outside the core areas

! ! Become familiar with:
