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The Anthony Wayne community is a rural suburb 
of Toledo in the  southwestern area of Lucas County, 
Ohio. Its mix of small cities, villages, neighborhoods 
and rural areas makes it one of the most desirable and 
fastest-growing communities in northwest Ohio. 
Covering nearly 77 square miles, the District is made 
up of 11 jurisdictions across nine zip codes. 

Consolidated in 1950, Anthony Wayne Local Schools 
[AWLS] serves nearly 4,300 students in six buildings, 
including three primary schools [K-4], a middle school 
[5-6], junior high school [7-8] and high school [9-12].

The District employes 265 certified / non-administrative 
staff members, 185 classified staff members and 28 
administrators, directors and supervisors.

Center and is a member of the Northern Lakes League 
for athletics.
